PUBLIC COMMENTS

President Abboud introduced Nancy Schumm from Schumm Consulting to make a presentation to the Board, regarding property acquisition by the Cook County and Kane County Forest Preserves, and the McHenry County Conservation District.  These three units of government have money and are intent on making land acquisitions covering thousands of acres.  She believed there are several opportunities for acquisition that would be consistent with the Village’s Comprehensive Plan.  She also believed it is important that we actively engage these units of government in order that we coordinate activities and provide them with our perspective. 

Ms. Schumm explained her professional skills and network connections with many organizations and presented her resume.   She presently does work with other Barrington Area communities and organizations and is well recognized by BACOG.   

President Abboud asked the Board for consulting assistance in the range of $1100/month for this effort. Trustee Messer motioned the Village create a contract to be finalized at the June meeting.  Trustee Meroni seconded.  All present said Aye. Trustee Gohl asked Nancy Schumm to write an article for the next newsletter regarding her expertise.

Steve D’Amore, 10 Steeplechase Road – questioned why a check was issued on July 27, 2010 for a squad car purchase when a Resolution was not approved until August of 2010.
President Abboud responded that although the check was issued, it was not valid until the Resolution was passed by the Board of Trustees..
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ROADS AND BRIDGES – Patty Meroni
Monthly Report
Drainage Future Maintenance Program - A meeting was held on Friday, May 20th, for the neighborhood at the Village Hall to inform them of the project in order to manage expectations.  Work is scheduled to begin next week, starting with culvert replacements on Church and Chapel roads.  The north and south ponds in the Spring Creek Hills subdivision were examined by Integrated Lakes Management to determine whether or not holding capacity has diminished.   ILM concluded that the ponds do not require dredging at this time and recommended a 5-7 year time frame for re-checking the condition.   If the north pond were to require dredging, an estimated cost (today’s dollars) would be $75,000 which would not include disposal of materials removed from the pond.  The consultant also noted that if development occurs on the adjacent Duda property, it could trigger an increase in sedimentation in the north pond which would then necessitate dredging.

2011 Major Drainage Project - Planning for the project of drainage improvement on Church and Chapel roads continues.   We are awaiting execution of Lease and Plat from St. John’s Cemetery for Church Road.  The permit approval process before McHenry County for Chapel Road has been initiated, but is on hold until permissions have been secured, as the documents necessary to secure a combination of permanent and temporary easements from the property owners are being prepared.   It is anticipated that bid letting will be in July.

Cuba Road Bridge Replacement - We continue to work on preparation for a Phase I study to get a firm idea of the cost involved in replacing the bridge.  The Village Engineer discussed the potential Phase I study project with the McHenry County Transportation Council on May 19th.  

2011 Resurfacing Program - The project should begin the week of May 23rd and should be complete by August 12th.
County Line Road Cross-walk - The Village Engineer is preparing plans for submission to IDOT.   We will apply to IDOT for a permit to install a crossing at Oakdene, with anticipated cost to the Village of $60,000 (2012 budget).   If the crossing is only allowed by IDOT at the Hart Road signal, the anticipated cost would be about $125,000 and ongoing maintenance costs such as sidewalk snow removal would have to be included in the overall cost of the project.   
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Barrington Countryside School Speed Limit Zone Eradication - We met with the school principal and the Buildings and Grounds manager to inform them of IDOT’s position on May 16th.  They appreciated that we have been working on the issue.   They will contact the school board and IDOT, at minimum to request that no action be taken until the end of the school year and that adequate notice be provided before speed zone removal; if it is to occur.   It was pointed out that no acceleration lane was made for the buses because of the existence of the speed zone.   The layout of the facility and lack of acceleration lane would seem to prohibit the removal of the speed zone.  We proposed that we jointly attend an IDOT meeting on this subject matter with them.

Miscellaneous  - An staff meeting was held on May 16th.   The condition of Autumn Trail Rd. (which could be technically be accepted by the Village as a public road but has not yet been accepted) is rather poor.   It requires significant repair including re-grading, placing of binder and asphalt layers.   In today’s dollars the cost might be around $330,000 to do the work on the 2/3 mile of road; so Village acceptance of the road would be at great expense.   Resurfacing is planned in that area in 2014, so this matter could next be revisited in 2013.    Replacement of 14 non-conforming regulatory signs will be completed within the next few months, in accordance with state requirements.  The annual survey of the Cuba Rd. bridge deck will take place within the next few months.

Torch Run Resolution – Trustee Meroni presented a Resolution authorizing the Torch Run by the Village of Barrington Hills. Trustee Gohl motioned to approve the Resolution.  Trustee Selman seconded.  

Trustee Messer motioned to end Section 2 after the words “detour is in effect.  Trustee Meroni seconded.  Trustee Messer moved to modify Section 2 by using the words “to the extent required pursuant to Section 5/4-408 of the Illinois Highway Code” to be placed after the reference to the Village.  Trustee Meroni seconded.  All present said Aye.  
Trustee Gohl motioned to approve the Resolution as amended.  Trustee Selman seconded.  All present said Aye.

Walter Hardy, 104 Brinker Road - Trustee Messer reported that the May 16th ZBA meeting, the Hardy variance was continued.  No date set.
Drury and LeCompte – Still ongoing regarding Don Schuman, Building Officer, letter of March 15, 2011.

Barrington United Methodist Church, 98 Algonquin Road – building permit for a garage and playground should be issued after the Special Use Amendment is heard and granted..

Horse Boarding – ZBA checked scope of the text amendment and want to review the history before reporting back to the Board.
Storm Water Management - Trustee Messer advised that the Storm Water Management Ordinance needs more information before an ordinance can be written.  President Abboud agreed to take his request to BACOG as they are having a meeting on May 24th, here at the Village Hall and it is on the agenda.  Individual property owners would be responsible for storm water.
President Abboud stated we have some open building permits with extended due dates.. Trustee Messer motioned for the Legal Committee to come up with some options on scope and strategy under the Code in order to handle this relative to building permits.  Trustee Gohl seconded.  All said Aye.
