Deputy Clerk, Dolores Trandel, administered the Oath of Office to Lt. Richard Semelsberger, who was sworn in as Deputy Chief for the Village of Barrington Hills.
Village Administrator, Robert Kosin, presented a Certificate of Appreciation to Dan Shea, Board Member, McHenry County Historical Society (former Fox River Grove President) for undertaking the “Hager’s Cemetery” project and the “Quilted Barn” program.
Nancy Schumm, Consultant, met with Dennis White, Legal Department at the Forest Preserve District.  He is concerned about boundary issues and sees no benefits for annexation.  Mr. White feels the Forest Preserve Police is doing enough.  
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Chuck Prettyman made a presentation on behalf of P. Denise Israel, regarding the history on the Korean Wesleyan Church, located at the Northeast corner of Rt. 68 and Old Sutton Road.  This site is of great historical significance to the Civil War.  The Beautification Committee has learned that in our Village lies the “Original Mustering Site” for our area’s response to President Lincoln’s “Call to Arms” for the Civil War” from the Barrington Area Historical Society and executive director Michael Harkins hosting a series of programs. 
Jonathan Knight  wanted to know what the status was as to his accusations regarding the removal of Attorney, Joe von Meier, from the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Chief Murphy inquired of Attorney Jim Kelly, about his review of the matter and had received no new information.

ROADS AND BRIDGES – Patty Meroni
Outage Update - Following the 4 day power outage of traffic signals at Routes 62 & 59, 68 & 59, 62 & 68, 62 & Brinker Road and 59 and Bartlett Road, a conference call was placed to John Severin at Gewalt Hamilton who is their most experienced and knowledgeable person working with IDOT and traffic signals.. 

At Bob Kosin’s request, John Severin is going to ascertain if there are back up batteries/generators available for long term outages, and based on the age of the traffic lights and systems (some 20 years old), new technology available to alert the BHPD to malfunctions and outages when they occur (not when the BHPD gets a report from a motorist). 

Further, all five locations are on different feeds from ComEd which means that when an outage is reported to IDOT or Meade Electric (the maintenance contractor for IDOT for traffic signals) the procedures require two seperate responses,  (first from Com Ed  and then from Meade Electric) for each though they are all within a half mile of each other, thus greatly increasing the restoral time. 

It was also suggested that an inquiry be made to ComEd about changing the feeds to a single feed so that servicing the outage can be consolidated rather than waiting for 5 crews to cover the problem. 

John Severin will report on his findings. This is the 3rd outage this year and with a daily traffic volume of over 35,000 on Rt. 62, this is a major concern and disruption, not just to our residents in their travels, but also in having potentially thousands of commuters cutting through side streets to try and find another route around the outages. 
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2011 Major Drainage Project - Church Road right of way plat and construction authorization is pending with final submittal to McHenry County to follow. 

Duda Group - The Chapel Road easement documents are being reviewed by Doug Wambach. Chapel Road plans were revised and resubmitted June 30th based on feedback from McHenry County. The project is tentatively set for August bid letting but the project may have to be adjusted on receiving approvals from Duda and signature from the other owners along Church Road.
Construction Updates – Spring Creek Hills drainage maintenance is completed and all that remains if for the grass to come up.

2011 Road Programs – All final surface work is completed.  Shoulder reconstruction and fill and landscaping started June 21st on Donlea Road and will progress until finished.

2011 –  Culvert Replacements – Five locations are included for annual culvert replacement program: 2 on ridge Road; 2 on Hawthorne Lane and 1 on River Road.  Dan Strahan met with Ridge Road owners/manager to coordinate.  The project is scheduled for August bid letting.

Pedestrian Crossing – The County Line Road crossing at Hart Road will be submitted to IDOT this week.  Final cost estimates are pending

CN Construction – Otis Road railroad crossing will begin July 25th and the road will be closed for 5 days, through July 29th.  Signs are posted

Nicor Utility Tax – Approximately ten percent of the residents purchase their natural gas from a supplier other than Nicor and do not then pay a municipal utility tax. The Village may adopt a gas use tax. It was the sense of the Board for information to provide a tax rate that would be revenue neutral but capture all users.

Adopt-A-Highway Ordinance – No item was available to be presented.
PUBLIC SAFETY – Fritz H. Gohl

Trustee Gohl reminded the Board that the Public Safety report is in their Board packet.
Surplus Property Disposal Ordinance – Trustee Gohl motioned to approve the Surplus Property Ordinance.  Trustee Meroni seconded.  All present said Aye.

Support Agreement w/Word System Resolution – Chief Murphy reported that our five year warranty expires in September.  A one year renewal would cost $4,000.  We will renew in January after negotiating the months of October, November and December at no cost to the Village.  Trustee Gohl moved to accept this resolution.  Trustee Messer seconded.  All present said Aye.

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BUILDING AND ZONING – Joseph S. Messer

Monthly Report – Trustee Messer stated that four building permits were issued this month.   

Drury and LeCompte – Matter continues regarding Don Schuman, Building Officer, letter of March 15, 2011.

Trustee Messer proposed that the number of violations of building permits be reported.  Trustee Gohl motioned to accept and Trustee Selman seconded.  All present said Aye.
Judith Freeman, Chairman of the Zoning Board of Appeals, sent a recommendation to the President and Board of Trustees in regards to Commercial Horse Boarding.  The ZBA proposed that any operation boarding more that ten horses require a Special Use Permit.  President Abboud requested that the Zoning Board members come to the August 22nd, Board of Trustees meeting to discuss this.
PLANNING – Elaine M. Ramesh
The regular monthly meeting of July 11, 2011 was cancelled because of severe weather and power outages.
McHenry County Unified Development Ordinance – Trustee Ramesh reported on her attendance on behalf of the Village at the ongoing session regarding McHenry County’s redrafting of its Building, Zoning and Subdivision Ordinances within the context of the recently adopted 2030 Plan. She expressed concern that unless advocated, there is a planning trend to eliminate estate or large lot zoning and associated agricultural activities, including equestrian. She will keep the Board 

informed.

INSURANCE – Harold Gianopulos
The Insurance Committee has invited three insurance brokers to make presentations of their firm’s capabilities.  One firm declined the offer and the two remaining firms made presentations to the Committee this month.  We have requested some additional information from both firms and will be following up with reference checks.  The Committee expects to have a recommendation to the Board at the August meeting.  We hope to have the new firm in place in time to represent us in the negotiation of the renewal of our insurance coverage.
HEALTH, ENVIRONMENT, BUILDING AND GROUNDS – Harold Gianopulos

Monthly Report – No report.
Solid Waste Management – Trustee Gianopulos contacted the Village of Lakewood regarding their solid waste management program.  Lakewood has contracted with MDC Environmental Services and has such services billed through the Village.  Information from other villages will be gathered.
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Urban Wildlife Management – A report was circulated that a resident found a cat on their property with a radio transmitting collar.  Initially there was some concern that these were domesticated cats that were “dumped” in the Village.  These cats are part of a report of a long running Cook County Department of Animal Control study.  All cats in the study are feral and do not come from shelters or show any signs of being domesticated.  The radio collars are used to track areas of movement.  The Communications Committee is preparing information to residents of this study.
ATTORNEY – George Lynch
Attorney Lynch reported that at the May 23, 2011 Village of Barrington Hills Board of Trustees’ Meeting, during the public session, a statement was made by President  Abboud that he had never received any written opinion from the Village attorney regarding the various assertions made by Dr. LeCompte in his February 14, 20ll letter to the Village attorney Douglas E. Wambach.  In fact, there was a written memo prepared by the Village attorney and distributed to each member of the Village of Barrington Hills Board of Trustees, having been marked privilege and confidential – work product, regarding horse boarding as a home occupation.  This memo also addressed the assertions of Dr. LeCompte’s February 14, 20ll letter.  This memo was discussed by the Village Board during the Executive Session at the February 2011 meeting.
After the aforesaid statement made by President Abboud, Village attorney, Douglas Wambach discussed the matter with him and the President indicated that he had forgotten that the written opinion had been received and discussed at the February Board meeting.
