Energy Aggregation - Trustee Selman reported on her attendance at the McHenry County Council of Government meeting in which alternative sources of electricity were discussed.  President Abboud agreed that there were a number of alternative suppliers that could be considered which could feasibly lower residential bills up to 20%.  An ordinance will be presented at the November, 2011 meeting for the Village to adopt by referendum the authority for energy aggregation.
Communications Committee – Winter Newsletter is done, information pamphlet about the Village is available for new residents. Consideration is being given to a Community Coffee.
ROADS & BRIDGES – Patty Meroni

Monthly Report - Trustee Meroni advised that road construction has been completed for the year. Horse crossing signs have been installed on Buckley Road.  

2011 Major Drainage Project - The major drainage project received yet another setback with easement and timing delays which resulted in reviewing the entire scope of the drainage project on Chapel Road and the grading project on Church Road. Bids were returned in excess of $200,000 over the earlier estimate. This increase was caused by Gov. Quinn’s signing the Illinois EPA bill requiring all materials going to a landfill to be examined and tested for hazardous materials.

Upon further review, inspection and interviews with residents on Church Road, if the dry well is adequate to control flooding on Chapel Road, the raising of Chapel Road will be cancelled. If not, it will be done the following year.

Meanwhile, new signage with solar panels and sensors will be installed on Chapel Road  to alert drivers to any flooding or ice on the pavement.

The cost savings to the Village goes from $495,000 to approximately $90,000.

Culvert Replacements - On October 4, 2011, the last culvert replacement project on Hawthorne Lane was interrupted because the job foreman dumped a load of stone and the replacement culvert on a vacant lot on the north side of Hawthorne Lane after calling and getting permission from a person whom he believed to be the owner.

 The foreman was then confronted by a resident charging the foreman with criminal trespass and demanding that the stone and culvert be removed immediately and that the grass be repaired.  The resident stated to the BHPD that the property belongs to his daughter who lives overseas and that he is the caretaker.  The contractor removed all materials that day and effected repairs to the grass.

All this cost the Village several hours of the engineer’s time, the BHPD time and additional cost to the contractor.

In the future, the practice should be implemented that anyone stating that they have official authority of a property that is not theirs should be prepared to provide a copy of a signed, notarized power of attorney.

Power Outage Update - Notification from ComEd has been received that extensive tree trimming on distribution circuits in Barrington Hills will take place in November and December, 2011.  Asplund Tree Service (orange trucks) will be the contractors doing the job. A map of the areas to be trimmed is available at the Village Hall.  Questions regarding this work should be directed to ComEd at 1-800-311-6345, ext.902.  
Road Side Mowing and Storm Cleanup - Mowing has been completed and removal of downed trees from the summer storms is almost completed.

2011 Road Program - Following the cancellation of the Church Road project and redesigning the Chapel Road project, the 2012 road program is being adjusted to do maximum repairs and resurfacing within the budgetary restraints.

BUILDING AND ZONING - Joseph S. Messer 

Building Permit Report - Trustee Messer reported that four building permits had been issued in the past month, bringing the total year to date to fifty permits.

ZBA Report - The ZBA met on October 17th, at which time a variance for 287 Donlea Road Powers Residence was continued to the November 14th meeting.  The shed too close to the property line was allowed.  The twenty by thirty foot pavilion was continued to the November meeting as petitioner did not provide sufficient evidence for the need of a pavilion.
There is a burned out building at 106 Brinker for which the current condition and owners future plans should be determined.
There was also a discussion about the numerous vacant properties within the Village, with concerns about security and safety. Trustee Messer is investigating potential changes to the Code that would allow the Village to maintain these properties. Some Trustees expressed concerns about increased costs to the Village.  Trustee Messer also suggested the Village consider adopting the International Property Maintenance Code and, in addition, create a registry of these properties so owners could be identified and contacted. It was agreed to discuss this again at next month’s meeting.

PLANNING – Elaine M. Ramesh

Monthly Report - No Planning Commission meeting was held this month.   It is anticipated that the next regular meeting will be held jointly with the Board of Health and Equestrian Commission.

McHenry County Planning - With the help of our D1 representative, the county’s on-line survey for long-term transportation planning has now been corrected to include Barrington Hills.   A link to the survey is on the Village website.

McHenry County is considering adoption of a Water Resources Action Plan (WRAP).    At present, it is not clear how this plan affects our area.   We did not have representation during the creation of the document.

McHenry County’s consultants have not yet removed their recommendation for the elimination of estate zoning in the UDO.

Kane County Planning - Invitations or details about Kane County 2040 Planning-related workshops have not yet been received.

In early November Trustee Ramesh will visit the Camp Algonquin site as a first step in MCCD’s site master plan development process.

Planning News - Trustee Ramesh attended a conference for planning officials in Evanston.   One item of note is that it is a recommended best practice for a person to recuse themselves from a matter not only step away from the meeting table, but also leave the meeting room while the matter is being considered.

Sears EDA Resolution - Trustee Ramesh motioned to approve this Resolution. There is a possibility that legislation affecting CUSD 300 may be passed in the Springfield veto session.   The amendment to 20 ILCS 620 has been put into Senate Bill 540.   The bill apparently allows extension of the Economic Development Area for Sears; but the District group is claiming that Hoffman Estates is misusing the money which should be directed to the school district. HEALTH, ENVIRONMENT, BUILDINGS & GROUNDS – Harold Gianopulos 

Monthly Report - Trustee Gianopulos reported on his findings with regard to the purchase of video surveillance for Village meetings.  The quote from ROSCOR was a little over $40,000, which includes the cost for equipment, installation, and the first year of service.  Trustee Gianopulos stated that no one will quote on this project.  Mr. Kosin checking CDW Government site for hardware, installation and operation.  He wanted a more formal quote from ROSCOR.  President Abboud wants to bid out the audio/visual project as the audio/visual needs to be broadcast ready.
Trustee Gianopulos brought up the subject of putting in a driveway across the south side of the Fire Department to the light at Rts. 62 & 68 and Brinker.  Cost would be approximately $175,000.  Additional ingress egress costs without purchase of property.
Trustee Gianopulos also inquired about new signage for the Fire Station.
Trustee Gianopulos reported that the Beautification Committee met on October 22nd for the Roadside Cleanup day.  Fifteen people showed up for this event.  Trustee Gianopulos asked for resolution for Adopt a Road for the Scouts.
The property surrounding the Civil War monument on Old Sutton & Route 68 is being cleared of buckthorne..

Solid Waste Management Report - Trustee Gianopulos asked that an article be included in the upcoming Newsletter on recycling.

Scavenger License - There has been discussions about limiting to four the number of scavenger companies allowed to pick up in the Village. Viola withdrew from curbside pickup.  BFI, Waste Management, Groot and Prairie Land are providing carts instead of  bins for recycling.
