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 A consensus from the authors and reviewers of the Horse Facilities Handbook: 

"Municipal regulation of horses and their boarding is few and far between".  (Bob Coleman, 
Animal Scientist and Extension Horse Specialist)  

I have spoken with competent Scientists / Engineers and Horse Specialists in the field and all 
conclude that Best Management Practices are most important when discussing 
nuisance/odor/unkempt conditions.  In conducting an ordinance to regulate the number of 
horses, however, there is little, if any, factual findings in the country to support the topic of 
horse boarding.  They have suggested that the community (Equestrian Commission) come up 
with a number and support it by stating “no scientific or factual data/studies exist”.
