OPPOSE HB 3828 - Proposal to Divert Local Governments’ Share of Corporate

 
Personal Property Replacement Tax
The Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) is urging you to oppose any attempts to divert local governments’ portion of the Corporate Personal Property Replacement Tax (CPPRT).  The CPPRT taxes are collected by the State on behalf of local governments.  
BACOG officials are opposed to any diversions of state-collected local government revenues -- including CPPRT.   CPPRT is money that rightfully belongs to local governments.  Local governments continue to struggle to provide services to residents with reduced funds.  Even with these difficulties, the State would attempt with a CPPRT sweep to balance its own budget on the backs of local governments.

HB 3828 proposes that CPPRT funds be used for salaries of non-municipal officials (regional superintendents of education).  It is estimated the governmental units (municipalities, township, school districts, library, park districts and fire protection districts) in the BACOG area would lose a total of $1,019,055.00 if the proposal were passed.  

You have the option of overriding the Governor's veto and restoring the spending authority to cover the salaries of the regional superintendents.  Please consider taking this action instead of permitting municipal money to be used for the salaries of non-municipal officials – over which local governments have absolutely no control -- as a result of the Governor electing not to cover the salaries with State money.
Again, we ask that you oppose this proposal, HB 3828, to cut funding due to local governments.  Thank you for taking the time to consider our position on this issue.
