Zoning Board of Appeals Meeting January 18th 
The Zoning Board of Appeals did hold a meeting in January and addressed the two variances that were on its published agenda.

With only five members present, a favorable finding required a unanimous vote of all members present.

The variance of 287 Donlea Road from the requirements of a side yard was continued to another meeting so other members would be able to render a decision.

The variances for 223 Westfield Way which involved relief from gross lot area and average lot width was approved as presented. This petition had previously been considered and approved by the ZBA but the approval had expired.

An informational presentation was also made to the ZBA regarding the certification requirement for training in the provisions of the Open Meetings Act. A similar presentation was made to all other public bodies of the Village that held a meeting in January.
