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VILLAGE OF BARRINGTON HILLS

Minutes of the Executive Session of Thursday, March 22, 2012
President Abboud called the Executive Session in the MacArthur Room to order at 
6:38 p.m.  Present were Trustee Gianopulos, Trustee Messer, Trustee Meroni, Trustee Selman, Trustee Ramesh, Fritz H. Gohl, President Pro Tem and President Robert Abboud.  Also present were Robert Kosin, Director of Administration; Michael N. Murphy, Police Chief; Doug Wambach, Village Attorney; and Dolores Trandel, Village Clerk. The purpose of the session was to discuss pending and imminent litigation and union negotiations.  
Hardy v. Village of Barrington Hills ZBA, Case No. 11 CH 38305 

This case is pending before the Circuit Court of Cook County, Chancery Division.  It is an action for administrative review of the denial of a special use permit sought by Walter Hardy III to construct a horse stable on his property as an accessory use.  The Village has appeared and filed its Answer (which is the ZBA Record).  The Court has continued the case to April 18, 2012.  According to Mr. Hardy's attorney, a settlement has been reached by the private land owners, and he intends to move to dismiss his lawsuit on the next court date.

Sears v. Village of Barrington Hills and Village of South Barrington et al., Case No. 11 CH 14777.
Since the last board meeting, we have worked on various motions before Judge Flynn and depositions relating to the Shure, Inc. ("Shure") count.  After filing the Villages' Amended Counter-Claim against Sears relating to the Lot 23 development, Sears moved to dismiss. 

Sears also filed a motion to compel the Villages to produce non-redacted minutes of executive session meetings.  The Villages filed a motion to compel Sears to produce certain documents that Sears has improperly withheld on attorney-client privilege grounds, including communications between Sears' in-house counsel and Sears, outside real estate brokers.

Responses to the above motions are due on March 23, 2012, replies on April 6, 2012, and a hearing on April 30, 2012.   

The Villages took the depositions of two Shure employees that worked on negotiating with Sears regarding Prairie Stone and with Center Point Properties regarding the Niles building that Shure ultimately purchased.  We are also going to take the deposition of Shure's real estate counsel on March 29, 2012.  Once we complete the real estate counsel's deposition, we will assess the need to take the depositions of four additional Shure employees that worked on Shure's negotiations with Sears and Center Point Properties.  In addition, once the court rules on the above motions, the Villages intend to proceed to take at least depositions of Sears' employees/agents. 

Drury/McLaughlin vs. LeCompte, Case Number 11 CH 03852 

This case is pending before the Circuit Court of Cook County, Chancery Division.  The Village is not a party to this case but has been the recipient of subpoenas and deposition notices.  The next court date in this matter is May 17, 2012 for hearing on Drury/McLaughlin’s Motion to Reconsider Dismissal with Prejudice of their First Amended Complaint.

St. Mark's Episcopal Church v. Pauline Boyle, 11 CH 023 

This case is pending before the Circuit Court of Lake County, Chancery Division.  The Village is not a party to this case but has been the recipient of invalid subpoenas.  Ms. Boyle has been advised that her most recent subpoena is also invalid.
