





President’s Letter Re: Property Taxes

When this increase is allocated to the approximately 650 Village property owners in McHenry County, the
shift in burden produces a substantial increase to a property owner’s tax bill.

Factors of 2009 McHenry County Tax Year Increase by Amount

Factor Amount
4.73% Village levy increase $70,645
1.5% increase in McHenry burden $98,479
Prior levy year adjustment $122,455
Total $291,579

The McHenry County 2009 Tax Computation Report also reported a $1.3 million decrease (-0.84%) in the
assessed valuation of Village property in McHenry County during tax year 2009. This means that a
Village property owner in McHenry County whose 2009 property value was assessed at a greater value,
the same value, or had less than a 0.84% decrease in value from the prior tax year now owns a larger
portion of the McHenry County property value within the Village’s taxing jurisdiction and therefore, is
responsible for assuming a larger portion of the Village’s levy increase. The actual dollar impact of the
assessment can only be calculated on an individual parcel basis. This was the case in my home which
did not decrease in assessment.

SUMMARY

For a Village the size of Barrington Hills, the adjustments caused by a shift in a county’s burden and a
change in assessed valuation can mean a significant impact on a property owner’s tax bill each year
regardless of the Village's actual increase in levy. The fluctuations between tax years are difficult if not
impossible to predict. Consequently, residents feel a degree of uncertainty as a result of the method
used by the counties to calculate their tax bills. Sometimes, the difference reverses in the following tax
year after that year's adjustments are made, but this is not always the case.

If you have read this far, then you probably need a good dose of aspirin by now and are probably feeling
frustrated with this process. | share your frustration. Over the next weeks, | will be working with our
Treasurer and the counties to mitigate the impact of this first installment billing. Remember that your tax
bills are computed by the elected officials of the county including the county clerk, the county assessor,
and the county board members.
